1. How would Andrew do on the Turing test before and after falling out the window?
 Is the robot really intelligent?
In the movie Bicentennial Man Andrew did not have that much in language accusation so he did now get sarcasm or jokes. He did not know how to talk to humans, in a good fashion, he would talk very slow, and he did not have a good sense of a vocabulary.
